Dear Sir,


On behalf of my Owners and Charterers I here-by note protest due to EXTENDED LOADING, due to inadequate loading facilities, at the above installation.

On arrival, the vessel requested a maximum loading rate of 1750 m3/hr per loading arm, to a maximum of 5,000 m3/hr. All four ships manifolds were available for loading.

As only 1 x 16 inch loading arm was available / connected, the vessels loading rate was restricted to 1750 m3/hr, thereby extending the vessels loading time and hence turnaround in this port.

I therefore reserve the rights of my Owners and Charterers to refer to this matter, at some later date, and take any actions, or make any claims as they may deem necessary, as a direct result of this delay.
