Dear Sir,


On behalf of my Owners and Charterers I here-by note protest due to the poor berthing conditions at the above berth.

Due to the layout of the berths mooring dolphins and mooring hooks, the vessel was unable to use all her available mooring lines effectively.

Due to swell present throughout the loading operation, the ships lines continually ranged through ships fairleads, which despite frequent greasing by ships staff, to reduce friction, caused chafe and damage to vessels mooring lines, to the point that one ships line was parted.

After this incident the terminal offered vessel the use of two shore breast lines, which were accepted, and this improved the situation. Had these ropes been offered on arrival, damage to vessels lines would probably not have occurred. 

I hereby reserve the rights of my Owners and Charterers to refer to this matter, at some later date, and take any actions, or make any claims as they may deem necessary, as a direct result of this situation.
