Dear Sir,

On behalf of my Owners and Charterers I here-by note protest due to insufficient depth of water, "for the vessel to always safely remain afloat", as per the Charter party, at the appointed anchorage for STS operations, at Zhoushan Anchorage.

Between 0400 and 0545 LT 27/12/96, the vessel had no under keel clearance, according to the ships echo sounder, and later, once fully and safely afloat, had to move to a deeper water anchorage, for the STS operation to safely take place.

Although there was no apparent damage at the time, I hereby hold you responsible for any damage, that may come to light, as a result of subsequent inspection, at the first suitable opportunity.

I also reserve the rights of my Owners and Charterers to refer to this matter, at some later date, and take any actions, or make any claims as they may deem necessary, as a direct result of this occurrence.
