Dear Sir,

On behalf of my Owners and Charterers I here-by note protest due to the abnormally Low and Variable Temperature of the cargo loaded at this port.

The onboard observed temperature of the cargo varied from -2° C to -9° C, which is below the normal operational temperature, of the ships standard cargo monitoring equipment. As a direct result of this, there are likely to be discrepancies regarding cargo quantities observed onboard this vessel, throughout the loading / carriage / and discharge of this cargo of Gas Oil.

Also, due to the sub zero loaded temperature of this cargo, the vessel may experience operational difficulties, and subsequent, yet to be determined, damage to ships equipment.

I therefore reserve the rights of my Owners and Charterers to refer to this matter, at some later date, and take any actions, or make any claims as they may deem necessary, as a direct result of this occurrence.
