SECURITY

In general security on the vessel was reasonable with most areas locked and secured.

The one major defect was that when I boarded the vessel no one asked me for any identification or asked to search my bag.

Training drills have been carried out as per schedule.

Contacts with the ports have been made regarding details of the PFSO.  With reference to Avonmouth the vessel was still waiting for information regarding the PFSO and had been in the port for some 15 hours.

The crew were aware of what Security Level the vessel was on.

There have been no threats to the vessel.

	2 of the sailors had Rating Forming Part of Navigation Watch Certificates.  The third one, did not having I understand previously sailed as Cook.  Under the Manning Certificate on board it is possible he does not need one but this should be clarified.

The for’ard leading foremast stay is becoming very rusty at the lower end and needs a close inspection.  Possibly it will need renewing.

All the roller leads are seized.  I was advised that these are never used and the only ones used for mooring are the enclosed panama type leads.

There is quite a lot of weed on the Hull covering the area that is coated with a bitumen like substance.

The Load Lines need painting.  The Hull has recently been painted but this is still to do.

The Rescue Boat Engine is kept in the Funnel.  There is no sign in the Boat or near vicinity to say where it is kept.

There is no record of the Hatches being Hose Tested or Ultrasonically tested.

The packing on the Hatches is beginning to have  fairly deep grooves in it.  I was advised that to date there is no sign of any water ingress through the hatches. 

There is no Masters Standing / Night Order book in use.  I was advised that since there is only the Master and Mate as Watchkeepers it was not considered necessary.

By the time I left the vessel she had been alongside for 15 hours and had still not received any information from the port as to who the PFSO was.

Security on board was reasonable with all entrances etc. locked.  However I was not asked for any identification when I boarded the vessel nor was my bag searched.

The latest list of the National Operational Contact Points (30.06.13.) was not on board.
